A.  Introduction

Describe the background, literature review, and/or needs assessment.

B.  Program

Describe the methods of the study or the design of your program or project. 

C.  Results

Display and discuss the results of your data analysis or the evaluation of your project or program.

D.  Closure

Conclude with a summary, conclusions, implications,

and/or caveats

E. Reference list (not included in word count)

 In 50 words or less (not included in the 800-word limit), provide an abstract for the proposed presentation.  If accepted, this abstract will be included in the conference program. Note: This abstract will be entered in the Web-based submission form and does not need to be included as part of the proposal file.
