1. Submit a structured proposal of 400 words or less.  The proposal should include the following sections:

A.  Rationale

Why is this topic of interest to the Generalists?

B.  Outcomes

What are your intended or expected results for this Digital Poster?  What do you hope to achieve?

C.  Discussion triggers

After you present your digital poster, participants will have the opportunity to learn more about the projects by joining authors for a roundtable discussion. What open-ended questions will you use to stimulate the discussion for this Digital Poster?

2. In 50 words or less (not included in the 400-word limit for the proposal), describe the session.  If the digital poster proposal is accepted, this abstract will be included in the conference program. Note: This abstract will be entered in the Web-based submission form and does not need to be included as part of the proposal file.

Please note:

If your digital poster is accepted, you will present the poster using the following process: 

● All accepted digital posters will be formatted into no more than 3 slides, configured with a 30’’ width and 24’’ height.  

● Each presenter will have 3 minutes to share the digital poster slide(s), which will be projected for a large group setting.

● After all presentations are introduced, attendees will be invited to learn more about the projects by joining authors for a roundtable discussion, allowing for a more in-depth examination of the topic.  

● Presenters will be expected to provide handouts to participants.
